Directions for Independent Reading:

Students will participate in a book club, looking at Holocaust related picture books in order to practice inferring.  

You will be reading the book three times through.  Since there is only one copy of each book, rotate the book around the circle sharing the reading load.  The teacher will be circling around the room recording examples of good thinking and giving participation points for following the directions.  

Directions for the First Read Through: 

1. By yourself keep a record of the characters motivation.  Place these in column 1 of your new sheet.  

2. Look at column 2.  By yourself, record any judgments you have made about characters within the story.  

3. Now discuss your chart with your group.  Add new thinking to your chart.

4. Based off your chart, discuss with your group, what empathy you felt as a group.
