Reading Journals

Books:  You choose your own books.  You are to have a book in your possession at all times.  If you don’t like the book, abandon it and choose another.

Reading List:  Record books you are reading on the Reading List.  The list will be collected each time the Reading Journal is due (once a marking period).
Reading Requirements:  You are to read for a minimum of two nights a week for a half hour each night.  You will be reading in class on various Fridays throughout the marking period in addition to taking part in the school-wide Silent Sustained Reading period in Advisory on Friday.

Journal Entries:  I expect two entries per week.  Each entry is to be at least one half page in length.

What should be written in the Reading Journal?

What you write in this journal should be what you want to remember as a reader and writer.  Written entries are your thoughts, reactions, interpretations, and questions to what you are reading.

Try some of the following suggestions for your half page entry:

1. Short Summary of what happened in the section that you read.

2. Quote or point out a part of the book that you think is an example of good writing.  What did you like about the quote?  What makes you feel this is good writing?  Why do you want to save it?

3. Experiences or memories:  Does this book remind you of something?  How does this book make you think or feel?  What comes to mind?  What kinds of ideas does this book give you for writing?

4. Reactions:  Do you love/hate/can’t stop reading this book?  What makes you feel that way?  Write a book review for what you read.

5. Questions:  What confuses you?  What don’t you understand?  Why did the author do something a particular way?  What would you have done if you were the writer?

6. Evaluation:  How does this book compare to others you have read?  What makes it an effective or ineffective piece of writing?  

7. Letter: Write a letter to a friend expressing your opinion.
